Supplementary Material for the Ukrainian Musical Initiative Concert
held in Alexandria Lyceum on September 21, 2025

The primary purpose of this supplement is to provide the reader with
background information on the various pieces of music that were
played during the concert. In going through this document, it is helpful
to be looking simultaneously at the concert program.

This supplement provides biographical information on the poets who
wrote the lyrics for the various pieces, the composers who set the lyrics
to music, and an analysis of the lyrics and the musical compositions.

The secondary purpose of this supplement is to show the reader the
various sources of information that are available on the Internet and
the means to search and access that information. The search
mechanisms that were used consisted of Google searches and Google
Scholar searches (very useful, especially when you submit queries in
Ukrainian). ChatGTP (Artificial Intelligence) was used with results that
people should find eye-opening.

The websites that were used for biographical information were
Wikipedia and the Internet Encyclopedia of Ukraine. Additional
biographical information was obtained by using GOOGLE SCHOLAR and
using the Cyrillic alphabet when entering the input to the search
engine. The website that is extremely useful to obtain sheet music for
works by Ukrainian composers is Ukrainian Art Song Project and for
Ukrainian and non-Ukrainian composers it is International Music Score
Library Project (IMSLP). ChatGTP is much more than a search
mechanism as it provides translation and analysis — how well it does it
is subject to debate. | hope the reader will look at what ChatGPT has to
say about the poets, their work, and the music that the composers
wrote.
